
DearAlumn4 Faculty,
and Friends,

For momentous events to occur

there needs to be the right combi

nation of external forces with

internal realities. I believe that,

for Dentistiy at the University of

Rochester at this time, the exter

nal forces and the fertile ground

created by internal realities place

us in a unique position as a post-

graduate research, education, and

clinical oral health institution.

Several external forces come

into play. The first is the area of

postgraduate dental education,
which is an important part of our

mission. There are not enough

postgraduate positions available

for every single graduate of a den-
i:a.l school. There has been a call
to increase the number of these

positions to ensure a slot for each

graduate. The sense is that, given

the complexities of practice, this

is an important step to round off a
dental practitioner’s education. A

number of influential reports have
called for a mandatory year of

postgraduate dental education.

The second external factor is a
principle adopted by the Institute
of Medicine (IOM) report, “Dental

Education at the Crossroads,” that
oral health is an integral part of
total health and that oral health
care is a comprehensive part of
total health care. The TOM report

added that dentistiy should

become more closely integrated

with medicine and the health care
system at all levels of education,
research, and patient care.

The third external factor deals

with research. It is very clear

that discoveries in genetics,

molecular and cell biology

immunology and pharmacology,

as well as materials and computer

sciences, will strongly influence

the character and nature of dental

practice and dental education. It

is also clear that this research is

most likely to occur in major

research-focused medical centers

such as ours.

Signfficant among the internal

realities at our University is the

substantial strength of our Medical
Center, a factor that places our

academic dentistiy program in a
unique and enviable position.

Particularly so, as we have out-

standing postgraduate programs

in general dentistry and the dental

sub-specialties. These programs

are ideally suited to focus on the

training of future academic lead-

ers in oral health with a special

emphasis on a close integration

of dentistiy with medicine.

Secondly, the positioning of

the Eastman Department of

Dentistiy within the School of

Medicine and Dentistiy; the divi

sion of Eastman Dental Center

within the Medical Center; and

the establishment of the Center

for Oral Biology in the Rochester

Institute of Biomedical Science

gives us the organizational entities

and structural relationships

necessary to function optimally

in our setting and to become

the preeminent academic dental

institution in the world.

Thirdly, the considerable invest-

ment in the research enterprise

has grown it substantially. We

are fortunate to have an outstand-

ing Center for Oral Biology and

are committed to expanding clini

cal and translational research
efforts to allow us to have the

optimal balance between basic

science and clinical research.

Lastly, but veiy importantly,

the excellent community-oriented

clinical service and strong com

munity outreach programs, if

properly nurtured, will remain a

model for community involvement

by an academic dental center and

continue in the tradition of

George Eastman.

Given this environment and

the collective energy and support

of our alumni, faculty, staff, resi

dents and students, and friends,

I am confident that we will be a

major player in postgraduate

dental education, research, and

clinical service.

D r. Lawrence A. Tabak
has been named director

of the National Institutes of
Dental and Craniofacial
Research (NIDCR). Dr. Tabak
directed the Center for Oral
Biology in the Aab Institute of
Biomedical Sciences, at the
University of Rochester. In
announcing his appointment,
Dr. Ruth L. Kirschstein, the
Institutes’ acting director, said,
“I am delighted that Dr. Tabak
will be assuming the director-
ship of NIDCR. As NIH focuses
on racial and ethnic health
disparities, we are fortunate to have someone who
has designed and managed a successful training
program aimed at recruiting and developing
minority investigators.” Dr. Kirschstein added,
“His experience as a senior administrator in a
prestigious academic health center as well as his
studies on glycoproteins will be invaluable to the
Institute and to NIH as we address the scientific
opportunities before us.”

As NIDCR’s seventh director, Dr. Tabak will lead
an Institute of more than 400 scientists and admin
istrators on the NIH campus and hundreds of
Institute grantees around the world. NIDCR
scientists conduct research on the full spectrum
of topics related to craniofacial, oral, and dental
health and disease. Oral cancer, chronic pain
conditions, salivary function and dysfunction,
the genetics of craniofacial development, and
biomimetics and tissue engineering are among the
many issues addressed by NIDCR researchers.

“I am honored to join the NIH team at a time
when scientific opportunity has never been
greater,” said Dr. Tabak. “It will be my privilege to
work together with the scientific community, the
public, and the outstanding members of NIDCR
to improve oral health.”

In his position at the University of Rochester,
Dr. Tabak oversaw a number of interdisciplinary
research groups who were studying the molecular
and genetic aspects of craniofacial-oral-dental

W hen. Eastman Dental Center merged with the
University of Rochester, academic dentistry was

reorganized into a single department and the Center
for Oral Biology was created. The Center is one of
five in the Aab Institute of Biomedical Sciences. The
other four include the centers for Aging and Develop-
mental Biology, Cancer Biology, Cardiovascular
Research, and Vaccine Biology and Immunology.

The Institute is the centerpiece of a lO-year, $400
million strategic plan to expand the Medical Center’s
research programs in the basic sciences. It is head-
quartered in a new, 240,000 square foot research
building on the campus of the Medical Center. The
Aab Institute of Biomedical Sciences enhances the
University’s strong biomedical research program by
creating an organizational structure and professional
environment that foster outstanding interdiscipli
nary research.

conditions. His work focused on
mucin-glycoproteins (mucins), a
group of molecules that protect
all mucosal surfaces of the body.
He has published extensively on
the structure, biosynthesis, and
function of salivary mucins and
the pathogenesis of salivary gland
disease and dysfunction. In addi
tion to his research, Dr. Tabak
also directed three graduate
research-training programs at the
University and holds professor-
ships in dentistry and biochem
istry and biophysics. He served
as primary adviser to numerous

graduate students at Rochester, and won several
teaching awards. He was the senior associate
dean for research at the School of Medicine and
Dentistry. Dr. Tabak has been part of the NIH and
NIDCR communities since the late 1970s, when he
received his first NIDCR grant. In the early 1980s
he was an NIDCR Visiting Scientist, working in the
former Patient Care and Clinical Investigations
Branch with Dr. Bruce Baum.

Currently Dr. Tabak is the principal investigator
on two Institute training grants and two research
grants. He has served as an ad hoc reviewer of the
NIDCR intramural research program, as a member
of the NIH oral biology and medicine study section,
and as co-chair of the planning committee for an
NIDCR state-of-the-science workshop on saliva
and other fluid-based diagnostics.

Dr. Tabak has been active as an elected officer,
committee chairman, and committee member in a
number of professional organizations, including
the InternationallAmerican Association for Dental
Research, the American Association for the
Advancement of Science (AAAS), and the Society
for Glycobiology. He has received numerous
awards and honors for his work, most recently
being named a fellow of the AAAS.

Dr. James Melvin will serve as acting director
of the Center for Oral Biology during the search
process to recruit the new director.

The Center for
Oral Biology con-
sists of several
interdisciplinary
research teams,
which integrate
and blend aspects
of biochemistry,
developmental
biology, genetics,
immunology,
microbiology,
physiology, phar
macology and structural biology to explore important
problems of craniofacial, dental, and oral biology.

The Center for Oral Biology includes all faculty of
the former Department of Dental Research. Each
faculty member also has an appointment in one or
more academic departments within the University.

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T he Bibby Library’s rare book
collection was transferred

earlier this year to the rare books
and manuscripts section of the
Edward G. Miner Library. This
transfer provides the historically
significant collection with more
secure storage and better environ-
mental control.

Christopher Hoolihan, head of
Collection Management and
History of Medicine at the
Miner Library, said, “The Bibby
Dentistry Collection will be more
accessible to scholars worldwide
because we’ll promote it along
with our History of Medicine
Collection, which has universal
attention. One of the prime bene
fits to the Bibby Collection is our
ability to continue to add to it with
the purchase of more rare books. As
an example, we recently received a
gift of $5,000 from the Friends of the
University of Rochester Libraries
that will be used for the purchase of
books for the dentistry collection.”

The transfer included some 150
16th through mid-l9th century
titles that had been gathered by
Dr. Basil G. Bibby, director of the
Eastman Dental Center from 1947
to 1970. The earliest ofthese titles

is the Lthellus
ae eiztthiw of
the great
Italian
anatomist
Bartolomeo

J une Glaser, the Bibby Library
director for 23 years, retired

in 1999 after making plans for the
library to became an official branch
of the University of Rochester
Medical Center’s Edward G. Miner
Library. Christine DeGolyer is the
new librarian. Ruth Dumont, who
also maintains the Dentistry
archives, assists her.

Being a branch of Miner Library
has allowed Bibby Library to
improve services in a number of
ways. The Bibby Library offers
longer hours because it is open on
evenings and weekends. There are
new policies and services similar to
Miner’s. As an example, books
and journals now have longer loan
periods and a new photocopying
service is available.

Eustachi, published at Venice in
1563. Also included in this transfer
was Anselme Jourdain’s two-volume
Traite es ina/a21ies et des operations
reelle,neizt chirurqieales de La bouche
Paris, 1778), the first work devoted
to oral surgery; and the first edition
of an American classic: Chapin
Aaron Harris’ The Iental art, pub-
lished in Baltimore in 1839.

Another 1 60 dental titles published
between 1880 and 1930 were
recently moved from EDC’s Ely
Room to the Miner Library. The
second transfer included such
classics of dental literature as
Norman William Kingsley’s A trea
floe on oral 2lefol7nities (New York,
1880), the first scientific treatment

There is more equipment
available in the library. It
now has a scanner, and soon
will receive an additional
computer thanks to funds
donated by Bibby Library
donors, which will allow
users to search Voyager, the
online catalog, and circulate
items online.

Additional dental journals
have been added online and,
as more publications become
available, Miner is providing
access to them through the
Miner Digital Library.

There is a savings of both
money and staff time because
book and journal ordering and pro-
cessing is completed through Miner
Library. Bibby Library will contin
ue to grow and change and to use
technological advances and its

of occiusal abnormalities; the first
edition of Greene Vardiman
Black’s A work on operative dentistry
(Chicago, 1908); and the first
edition of Kurt Hermann Thoma’s
Oral roentgenology (Boston, 1917).
The Miner Library moved forty
dental titles from its other rare
collections to the transferred vol
umes to create what is now known
as the Basil G. Bibby Dentistry
Collection. Included were Joseph
Fox’s The natural history ofthe human
teeth (London, 1803), the first work
on orthodontics, which is illustrated
with thirteen full-page copperplate
engravings; and Sir Richard
Owen’s two-volume Odontoqraphy
(London, 1840-45).

Department of Dentistxy (UREDC/UREDD)
and the University College of London
Eastman Dental Institute (UCLEDI).

Dr. Cyril Meyerowitz, director of UREDC
and professor and chair of UREDD, and
Dr. Crispian Scully, dean of UCLEDI, will
sign an alliance agreement at a meeting
scheduled for December in London. The
Alliance steering conunittee is scheduled to
conduct its first working session following
the formal signing of the agreement. The
agenda will include establishing the guide-
lines to meet the agreement objectives.

This joint effort will promote the exchange
of visiting scholars and fellows, identify
common research projects, provide for the
exchange of ideas through a joint newsletter,
and develop support for a scientific confer-
ence to be held every five years.

A local steering conirnittee composed of five
academicians and basic and translational
science researchers has been named for each
institution, representing local interests on
the Alliance Steering Committee.

The UREDC/UREDD nominees for the
steering committee include: Drs. Dov Almog,
associate professor, Prosthodontics, William
Bowen, professor, Center for Oral Biology
Jack Caton, professor and division chief,
Periodontics, James Melvin, associate pro-
fessor and acting director, Center for Oral
Biolog and Cyril Meyerowitz.

This project is a natural outgrowth of the
initiative started in the early 1900’s when
George Eastman funded dental centers in
Rochester and five major European cities.
Sites were established in the mid-30’s in
Stockholm, Paris, London, Rome, and
Brussels.

Most of the sites are linked with major
medical centers. The Brussels clinic is the
only facility that is no longer in operation.

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How do the individual

0: programs fit into EDC’s
relationship with the UR?

Several developments occurred
when Eastman Dental Center
merged with the University. Three
entities were created under the
umbrella of Dentistry at the Univer
sity of Rochester. The Eastman
Department of Dentistry (EDD)
provides the clinical and transla
tional research and educational
components; and the Center for
Oral Biology (COB), within the
Rochester Institute of Biomedical
Science, focuses on basic science
research in oral biology. The
Division of Eastman Dental Center
(EDC) provides the oral health
clinical service component of the
University of Rochester Medical
Center.

The EDD has been structured so
that each discipline with a residency
program has divisional status within
the department. A division chief,
who is usually also the director of
the residency program, leads each
division and is responsible for its
education, research, and clinical
service activities. The division chiefs
have the necessary autonomy to

function extremely effectively within
the EDD and the University.

One of our most important goals is to
educate Dentistry’s future leaders so
that they can achieve their goals as
academicians, scientists, clinicians, or
administrators. Our organizational
structure is ideal for this purpose.

What are the lines of

0 reporting within the
University?

The Eastman Department of
Dentistry is a department within the
School of Medicine and Dentistry
(SMD). Eastman Dental Center is
a division within the Medical
Center. Dr. Cyril Meyerowitz, as
the chair of the EDD and director
of EDC, reports to the dean of
SMD and the senior vice president
and vice provost for Health Affairs,
respectively.

Does the University

0,: take money from the
individual programs to

support fundraising efforts?
Development services are paid for
through an allocation in much the
same way as computer services,
human resources, and ground main-

tenance. Each University area is
assessed an amount based on its size
and scope of operation. A small per-
centage of our budget is also allo
cated to development efforts includ
ing special events, donor meetings,
and publications.

If donations are earmarkedc:: : for a specific area, will the
-

funds stay in that program?
Yes, funds designated for a specific
program are given to that area and
used at the discretion of the pro-
gram director for expenses that
enhance educational activities.

Will a program’s operating

0: budget be reduced by the
-. amount of gifts it receives?

No, donor funds are considered
additional revenue and do not
reduce a program’s operating budget.

What is Graduate

0: Medical Education
-e%- (GME) funding and how

does it effect the money that used
to come into a program as tuition?
When EDC mergj with hc
University and the EDD was estab
lished, we were able to secure GME
monies for residency stipends.
These federal funds are paid to
Medicare institutions for residency
education and greatly enhance our
ability to recruit outstanding stu
dents. Although this was the prima-
137 reason for securing the GME
funds, the residents who benefit are
extremely pleased.

Unfortunately, the GME funds are
only available for residents who are
eligible to get a limited permit to
practice in New York State. Since
GME covers the resident’s stipend,
we are not allowed to charge
tuition. Although programs that
charged tuition in the past lost these
funds, they were not required to
make up that ioss through addition-
al revenue generation. All the pro-
gram directors chose to have GME
funding because it enhances their
educational programs by improving
their applicant pooi.

I

he merger between Eastman Dental Center
(EDC) and the University of Rochester occurred in
June 1 997. Since then, there have been a number of
Dentistry alumni receptions and dinners held during
national and professional meetings.

J. EDWARD GILDA
In MEMORY of Dr.

KENNETH LIEBERMAN

Dr. Kenneth Lieberman (Pedo ‘65, Ortho
‘67) died suddenly this past April. Dr.
Lieberman had been a faculty member in
the Orthodontic Program since 1970.

Dr. Lieberman was a principal orthodon
tist with a practice for children and
adults in Ithaca for almost thirty years.
He was admired for his distinguished
career and exemplary level of profession-
ahsm as a teacher and practitioner. He
was an important contributor in the
advancement of orthodontics through his
faculty position at the Eastman Dental
Center. His dedication to excellence was
rewarded in many ways.

Dr. Lieberman grew up in Cleveland and
received his D.D.S. degree from Ohio
State University. After serving in France
as a captain in the Air Force, he returned
to study pediatric dentistry and ortho
dontics at the Eastman Dental Center.
Dr. Lieberman was a member of the
American Association of Orthodontists
and several honor societies including the
Edward H. Angle Society, the American
College of Dentists, Pierre Fouchard
Academy of Dentists, and the
International College of Dentists. He also
served on the board of governors of the
New York State Dental Society.

Dr. Lieberman always encouraged those
he knew to develop their full potential
through lifelong leaning. In his honor,
a scholarship has been established in his
name at Tomkins Cortland Community
College.

J. Edward Gilda, D.D.S., M.S., died in
March, after a long illness. He was born
in Philadelphia in 1917. After graduation
from the University of Pennsylvania
School of Dentistry, he came to
Rochester in 1941 as a Carnegie Fellow
in the Department of Dental Research of
the University of Rochester. While there,
he earned a bachelor’s degree in biology
and a master’s degree in biochemistry.

Dr. Gilda met his wife, Dr. Kjellaug
(Chell) Langedal while attending the
orthodontic program at Tufts University
Dental School. Mrs. Gilda was part of a
group of 20 Norwegian students enrolled
at Tufts Dental School. The Gildas had
two children, Edward (deceased) and
Katherine, and two granddaughters.

Dr. Gilda practiced orthodontics in the
Rochester area for 36 years. He was a
member of the faculty at the Eastman
Dental Center for 46 years. He was assis
tant chairman of the EDC Orthodontic
Program and president of the North
Atlantic Component of the Edward H.
Angle Society of Orthodontists from
1975—1977. He initiated both the
cephalometric course and the cranio
facial growth and development biennial
seminar series in the Orthodontic
Program and led them for many years.

Dr. Gilda served as a major in the Army
Dental Corps in Germany from 1955-
1957. He took up fishing late in life and
went on several fishing trips to Alaska and
Montana with a group of orthodontists.
He was passionate about the fine arts
and loved classical music and opera.
He felt that ignorance was humanity’s
worst enemy and supported many organi
zations devoted to educating and enlight
ening people.

In reminiscing about his friend and col
league, Dr. Robert E. Rosenbium said,
“Ed Gilda was a scholar in the best sense
and kept current with science, nature,
and public affairs. Throughout his life
he exemplified the best characteristics of
humanism. Eastman students loved him
for his wit, warmth, and above all his
integrity. To the end he continued to use
his fine mind and left us with his dignity
intact.”

Dr. Rosenbium added, “In words he
often used to describe others, he was a
true gentleman and scholar.”

Dr. Lieberman is survived by his wife,
Nancy, children, Jocelyn and Jerome,
and four grandchildren.

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U. S. Rep. Louise Slaughter, an advo
cate for the homeless, spoke at the
January celebration of the Downtown
Dental Center’s first anniversary. “I
cannot help but think that George
Eastman, for whom the Eastman
Dental Center is named, would be
extraordinarily proud of this clinic and
its efforts,” she said. “Mr. Eastman
was deeply committed to our
nity’s children and their health.”

Slaughter continued, “This clinic is
so innovative and successful that it
could—and in my view, should—be a
national model. As Eastman Dental
Center merges with the University of
Rochester, I am pledging my complete
support for turning this clinic into a
model that can be replicated by com
munities around the nation.”

The Downtown Dental Clinic current-
ly operates three days a week. It has
provided more than 1500 patient visits
to some 400 patients in its first year.
Like its host Downtown Health Care

Center, operated by Highland Hospital,
it is open to the entire community, but
its primary mission is to bring dental
care to people who might otherwise
not receive it.

“Dentistry at the University of
Rochester is still carrying out George
Eastman’s legacy—serving the poor,
underserved, and homeless,” said Dr.
Cyril Meyerowitz. “George Eastman
was particularly concerned with pro-
viding dental care for children whose
families could not afford private care,”
said Dr. Meyerowitz. “With that goal
in mind, Eastman funded EDC’s ances
tor, the Rochester Dental Dispensary,
in 1915. It opened two years later,
serving more than 40,000 children in
its first year, at fIve cents a visit.”

Regarding the clinic, Dr. Buddhi
Shrestha, director of the Community
Dentistry Outreach Program, said,
“For the first time we are able to
provide basic preventative and
primary dental care to the uninsured

population,
including the
homeless, using
a sliding fee
scale program
funded through
a federal grant
to the Rochester
Primary Care
Network.”

Monroe County
Executive Jack
Doyle presented
a city-county proclamation on behalf
of himself and Rochester Mayor
William Johnson. The proclamation
declared January 1 1 “Downtown
Dental Clinic Day” and thanked EDC
for “maintaining a high quality of oral
health care in our community.”

The Community Dentistry Outreach
Program also worked together with
the Rochester City School District in
opening another year-round, part-time
dental clinic at the Family Learning
Center in northeast Rochester.

While both clinics provide preventive
and primary dental care services to
children and adults, the primary focus
continues to be on Rochester’s under-
served, those receiving Medicaid, the
homeless and uninsured children. The
funding to equip the Downtown
Dental Clinic and to provide the sliding
fee reimbursement for the uninsured
was provided through a Rochester
Primary Care Network grant.

A third Smilemobile has joined the
mobile dental force. The Daisy

MqñisJiiFounciation funded the
mobile dental unit with a $250,000 gift
to expand Eastman’s community out-
reach program. This project provides
preventive and primary dental care to
thousands of underserved school-age
children in Rochester and its neighbor-
ing rural counties.

Dr. Buddhi Shrestha, director of the
Community Dentistry Outreach
Program said, “Our program is privi
leged to receive this grant, which is
the largest gift that the foundation has
given to any one organization. The
addition of a third Smilemobile will
allow us to provide much needed den-
tal care services to an additional 1200
children who otherwise would not
receive care.” During the school year,
each Smilemobile travels to Rochester’s
inner-city schools to primarily treat

Medicaid-eligible and Child Health
Plus children who do not have dentists
ofn —

Smilemobiles are fully equipped dental
trailer vans; each staffed with a dentist,
hygienist, dental assistant, and clinic
coordinator. The current Smilemobiles
provide dental services to children in
1 1 elementary city schools. These vans
are used during the summer to treat
youngsters in Corning, Batavia, and
other rural areas where Medicaid and
Child Health Plus children have the
least access to dental care.

In 1999, the Community Dentistry
Outreach Program, in collaboration
with various school districts, county
health departments and county depart-
ment of social services, cared for over
7,000 children from Rochester and five
neighboring rural counties including:
Livingston, Steuben, Wyoming,
Genesee, and Orleans County. With

the addition of Smilemobile III, and
with the recently opened dental clinics
it Center
and Family Learning Center, the pro-
gram expects to serve over 1 1,000 chil
dren during the upcoming school year.

School-based dental
proqram receives
national recoqnition
The University of Rochester Eastman
Dental Center’s collaborative school-
based dental program was recognized
at the recent Surgeon General’s Confer-
ence on Children and Oral Health as
one of the five “success stories” on
community collaboration and dental
health in the United States.

Federal studies indicate that about 80
percent of children who are eligible
under Medicaid for dental services
never receive them. Dr. Buddhi Shrestha,
director of EDC’s Community
Dentistry Outreach Program,
addressed this issue during his presen
tation at the conference. He spoke of
the Rochester coalition that met the
issue of the under- served child popula
tion by bringing dental services to the
children in schools.

Dr. Shrestha was instrumental in
forming the collaboration in 1994. The
partnership includes the University of
Rochester Eastman Dental Center,
Rochester City School District,
Monroe County Health Department,
the NYS Bureau of Dental Health, the
Rochester Primary Care Network, a
number of rural school districts, and
the county health and social service

departments from Livingston, Genesee,
Wyoming and Orleans counties.

While other school-based programs
screen students and at most apply
sealants, the Rochester approach
brings oral health treatment to the
school site. The services, targeted at
Medicaid-eligible students who have
no dentists of their own, are provided
using on-site portable dental units,
year-round satellite clinics near the
schools, and Smilemobiles — movable
clinics that travel from site to site.

Dr. Shrestha reported that the collabo
ration has been highly successful. The
program served 2,200 students at 11
service sites in 1994. He said, “Our
goal is to increase that number so that
over 10,000 children will be seen at
the 37 sites during the upcoming
school year.”

“Our experience and data strongly
suggest that a well-planned, collabora
tive, school-based dental program is
an excellent way to reduce dental
access disparity and to enhance uti
lization of oral health care for the
difficult-to-reach child populations,”
Dr. Shrestha added.

The team has provided oral health
care services to 450 patients in the
dental clinic located at Monroe

Community HospitaL The clinic has
been in operation for almost two
years and was moved there because
the location provides easier access to
patients than when they were treated
at Eastman Dental Center.

In addition to the Eastman Dental
Center site at MCH, oral health care

is provided to a number of
developmentally disabled
(DD) patients at other
Strong Health sites, includ
ing the fourth floor
Ambulatory Care Facffity
site at Strong Memorial
Hospital and the Finger
Lakes Developmentally
DiabIédSeWke Orgaiñzä-
tion’s site in Geneseo. In all,
about 1000 adult and pedi
atric DD cases are treated
each year. The SMH and
EDC sites also handle about
150 operating room cases
per year.

Care for the Developmentally
Disabled is only one of the many ways
Strong Health provides oral health
services to the underserved popula
tion in Rochester and its surrounding
rural areas. Medicaid patients, the
homeless and uninsured, geriatric
patients, the medically compromised,
and patients with facial deformities
from trauma or birth account for
more than 70% of the 170,000 patient
visits scheduled at the various Strong
Health dental clinic sites.
