Students are
exposed to a variety of academic and professional skill development opportunities to enhance their
problem solving, critical thinking and test taking skills with an emphasis on active or "hands-on"
learning.

e Applicants must be members of an Underrepresented Group (see groups below):

e African American/Black
e Hispanic/Latinx

e American Indian

e Alaskan Native

OR
« Applicants must be economically disadvantaged (see pages 7-8)

Applicants must also meet the following criteria:
e Must be a New York State resident

e Must be a U. S. Citizen or Permanent Resident

o Entering Grades 7 through 12 having a GPA of 2.8 average or better
e Must express interest in science and /or the health professions.
