[bookmark: _GoBack]The woman, with husband and two year old, presented to Labor & Delivery at 35 wks. gestation with her 2nd pregnancy. She c/o severe left upper quadrant pain. She was placed on EFM as the team worked on determining the cause of her pain. After blood work and an ultrasound she was diagnosed with Cholestasis of pregnancy.  She was given pain relief and discharged home. 
She returned to L & D Triage three more times in the next two weeks for help with pain control.
Due her gestational age and the risk of surgery at this stage in pregnancy her provider decided to schedule a C-sect. 
She delivered a baby with cephalic presentation by C- sect at 37 2/7 wks. She had her gall bladder removed the next day.
