e ICS 700 recorded webinar session provides an
introduction and overview of the National Incident
Management System (NIMS). NIMS provides a consistent
nationwide template to enable all government, private-
sector, and nongovernmental organizations to work
together during domestic incidents.

* ICS 100 recorded webinar session introduces the
Incident Command System (ICS) and provides the
foundation for higher level ICS training. This session
describes the history, features and principles, and
organizational structure of the Incident Command
System. It also explains the relationship between ICS
and the National Incident Management System (NIMS)

® ICS 200 recorded webinar session reviews the
Incident Command System (ICS), provides the
context for ICS within initial response, and supports
higher level ICS training. This course provides training
on, and resources for, personnel who are likely to
assume a supervisory position within ICS.

* HICS recorded review session will provide an
overviewof the Hospital Incident Command System
(HICS) and the operation of the Hospital Command
Center (HCC) during emergency and non-emergency
situations.
