= Everyone’s vote should count

are elected address issues that are important for

the disability community.

There are laws governing voter accessibility:

= Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)

» Architectural access & same day modifications

= Help America Vote Act (HAVA)

» Private & independent ballot, US Election
Assistance Commission

= \Voting Accessibility for the Elderly &
Handicapped (VAEHA)

= Polling sites must be accessible, right to move
up in line
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The Laws

There are laws governing voter accessibility:

= Section 208 of the Voting Rights Act

= Assistance to voters who are blind, disabled or
cannot read

» Assistance can be given by a person of the
voter’s choice other than an employer or union
representative

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The Barriers — Using an Assistant

» Have a right to an assistant of your choice

= Cannot be an employer
= Cannot be a union representative

» Respect the privacy of the voter

* Follow the voter’s lead and provide
requested support

= Cannot offer voting suggestions or influence
around choices
